I mentioned in the Monday email (May 1) that 
I was travelling to Montreal to attend a wed-
ding, and that it was a Solemn High Mass in 
the Traditional Latin Rite (aka Tridentine 
Rite or Extraordinary Form of the Roman Rite). 

One of the things that is necessary to celebrate a Solemn 
High Mass is to have three liturgical roles celebrated: Priest, 
Deacon and Sub-Deacon. Contrary to how we understand 
those titles, those are liturgical roles that are all ordained 
priests. 
 

I had intended to be “in choir” with Father Jerry Burns, 
meaning serving in none of those three roles, but instead 
being in cassock and surplus and sitting in choir stalls within 
the sanctuary —not literally serving as part of the choir. 
 

Because the priest who was going to serve as sub-deacon 
had a health issue, I stepped in. Thankfully, there were sev-
eral opportunities to practice, because I have little familiari-
ty with the Traditional Latin Rite and thus had a steep learn-
ing curve—honestly, it’s complicated. I wanted to do my 
part well and not be a distraction during the Mass, partially 
due to my own fear of embarrassment, but also, I wanted it 
all to flow well and be beautiful for the bride and groom. I’m 
grateful for the good and patient instruction I received! It 
was an absolutely beautiful Nuptial Mass. Wow! 
 

As most of you know, I love traditional elements to the 
Mass, yet I’m not among those who believe we should re-
vert back to the old Mass. Even as I believe we have too 
often surrendered too much of what makes for a transcend-
ent experience, I still love what can be beautiful about 
the Novus Ordo (Ordinary Form of the Roman Rite). 
 

But the Traditional Mass also offers a different and beautiful 
expression of worship. I remember having a conversation 
with a priest who very much did not like the traditional rite. 
He said that it was full of useless elements that no longer 
serve purpose, and that the current form of Mass therefore 
includes only the essential elements, and its beauty is found 
therefore in its simplicity. 
 

I’ve thought about that for a long time. It’s a good point, but 
I also think about how we are not simple when it comes to 
the expressions of love toward those we love most. We tend 
to be lavish. We love to spoil the people we love. We go 
over the top and it feels good to us! How you and I approach 
and engage the Mass, I believe, can be properly thought of 
as an expression of love to the One we love: “God, along 
with all others with whom in this Mass, I want to offer to you 
something so very beautiful.”
